But when you ask him, be sure that you really expect him to answer, for a doubtful mind is as unsettled as a wave of the sea that is driven and tossed by the wind.

II.  James’ Three Step Program for Making Decisions
1. Recognize the problem: Indecision (James 1:8).

They can't make up their minds. They waver back and forth in everything they do. (James 1:8).
2. Recognize the prescription: Obtain Wisdom (James. 1:5-6).

a. Step 1: Admit your need (James 1:5; Prov. 11:2).

b. Step 2: Ask for wisdom (James 1:5b; Prov. 2:6).

c. Step 3: Anticipate it (James 1:6; Heb. 11:6).

3. Recognize the promise: God will grant it (James 1:5).
